Rotary International Toast: Oct 8th  2009: Keith Gray  

Today we are toasting the 9 Rotary Clubs in the Hashemite Kingdom of 
Jordan where Wendy and I lived for 2 years and where our first daughter 
was born.  Eight Clubs meet in the capital Amman, one is located at Irbid on 
the troubled West Bank and another at Aqaba in the far south in the Gulf of 
Aqaba.  Perhaps the most active Club is the RC of Amman Petra chartered in 
1986 and which sponsored the RC of Amman Jordan River in 2000 and the 
Rotaract Club of Amman Petra in 2002.  

RC of Amman Petra has carried out 40 community service projects since 
1986, has 43 Paul Harris Fellows, giving US$50,000 to The Rotary 
Foundation.  Projects have included providing the Cerebral Palsy Foundation 
with therapy equipment, furnishing playgrounds and a recreational centre for 
mentally handicapped children, computer labs of PCs/printers for 6-21 year 
old deaf children, medical tools and wheelchairs for an old age home, 
sponsoring orphans to attend a summer camp.

Previous Guest Speaker Report : October 8 th  2009:  Tony 

McGloug hlin  

Our guest speaker last Thursday was Drew English, Regional Manager, ACT 

and South NSW region Conservation Volunteers Australia. Drew told us how 

he has held the position for four years and prior to that had been retired for 

two years until his wife said he had to do something! He had been a farmer 

and municipal councilor in Victoria. 

 

Drew gave us an outline of how the Volunteer Interpret er program operates 

at Tidbinbilla. Volunteers undergo 40 to 60 hours of training. Currently there 

are 48 regular volunteers and Conservation Volunteers are about to advertise 

for the next intake. The volunteers aim is to help visitors ógrow their 

experience of the areaô. They get behind the scene in the breeding programs 

for rock wallabies, stick insects and other fauna. They also do some 

interpretative in the Visitors Centre. About half of the volunteers are from 

overseas and Conservation Volunteers assists with accommodation.  

 

Conservation Volunteers welcomes more than 10,000 volunteers a year and 

works in partnership to assist in more than 2000 priority conservation 

projects. They have a detailed website at 

www.conservationvolunteers.com.au .
