The functions of the NCA provide an enduring framework to secure the planning 
and development of Canberra as the capital; to accommodate the Seat of

Å 167 million children immunized 

Å 2.5 million vaccinators 

Å 200 million doses of vaccine 

Å 191 million homes visited  

As you can see, the immunisation work and effort in India is enormous and 

clearly reflects the scale of the operation in that country alone!  

Can you believe the numbers involved? I bet you thought you had run a large 

project! Just imagine coordinating 2.5million volunteers!! Think about it, they 

immunised Australia nearly eight times over in six days!!
