During the first Rotary club 
meeting on 23 February 1905 in 
Chicago, Paul Harris, Gustavus 
Loehr, Hiram Shorey, and Silvester 
Schiele met to talk about their 
personal experiences. Harris then 
unfolded his general plan for their 
club meetings.  

This was the simple beginning of

In honor of that 
first club, Rotarians have 
preserved its original meeting
