A group that has touched the lives of countless people both locally and overseas 

has been named the 2010 Canberra Citizen of the Year. The 17 Rotary clubs in 

Canberra shared in the honour of being recognised as the national capital's 

leading citizen yesterday. Rotary's motto of ''Service Above Self'' exemplifies the 

award's intention to recognise people who give back to the community. Rotary 

governor of District 9710 Michael Pedler accepted the award on behalf of the 

Canberra clubs and their 560 members, who collectively take over from the 2009 

Citizen of the Year Bishop Pat Power.

Chief Minister Jon Stanhope presented the award, saying the service organisation 
had been established in Canberra in 1929 and contributed an immense amount 
to the city since then. 

Mr Stanhope said Rotary clubs showed ''a strong sense of sharing and community 
and making the world a better place''. 

Rotary is involved in projects from the youth exchange program to Belconnen 
Trash and Treasure Market to supporting individuals and organisations in need to 
helping to eradicate polio worldwide. Mr Pedler said members were ''dedicated 
to service and to peace''. It was about ''giving something back to the community 
that supports us''. 

Representatives of the 17 clubs were on hand at yesterday's presentation 
including John Little from the Rotary Club of Canberra Burley Griffin. 

He said being part of Rotary gave him friendship and happiness.Robyn Beetham 
from Rotary Club of Woden Daybreak said there was also great satisfaction in 
''relieving the suffering of others'', especially by supporting programs in 
developing countries. 

Bishop Power also thanked the community for the privilege of being citizen of the 
year for the past 12 months. 
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The Chinese use the lunar 
calendar for celebratory events 
which includes the New Year. 
This falls somewhere between 
late January and early February. 
The cycle of twelve animal signs 
originates from Chinese 
tradition as a way of naming the 
years. The animals follow one 
another in an established order 
and are replicated every twelve 
years. The rat, ox, tiger, rabbit, 
dragon , snake, horse, sheep, 
monkey, rooster, dog and pig 
are the twelve animal signs. 
Every animal has particular 
characteristics and people born 
in a specific year are believed to 
take on these characteristics.  

According to the Chinese Zodiac, 
the Year of 2010 is the Year of 
the Tiger, which commences on 
February 14, 2010 and ends on 
February 2, 2011. The Tiger is 
the third sign in the Chinese 
Zodiac cycle, and it is a sign of 
bravery. This courageous and 
fiery fighter is admired by the 
ancient Chinese as the sign that 
keeps away the three main 
tragedies of a household. These 
are fire, thieves and ghosts. 

Tigers are physically powerful, 
gracious, independent and 
brave, they are extremely bold 
animals. They are friendly and 
loving but can also selfish and 
short tempered. Tigers seek 
attention and power; frequently 
they are envious in a relation. 
Tigers live dangerously which 
often leads to trouble. They are 
intolerant, take risks and are 
always searching for excitement. 
Tigers are also instilled with a 
good dose of courage.

History of the Club

The Rotary Beijing Bell 

 

We might call our bell the real symbol of our Club. 

The Rotary Club of Beijing calls its meetings to order with an old brass bell 

that was donated to the original Beijing club in 1925 by Hong Kong Rotarian 

Stanley F. Howard. 

The bell disappeared after the establishment of Communist Government in 

1949 and the clubôs subsequent closure. Many years later, Hong Kong 

Rotarian Bob Wilson made a serendipitous discovery in a Hong Kong antique 

shop in 1992 when he noticed the storeôs doorstop was an old brass bell. 

Bob Wilson looked closer and recognised the design of the Rotary wheel on 

its surface and the engraving: ñDonated by Stanley F. Howard, 20 August 

1925. Rotary Club of Peking.ò Without hesitation, Rtn Wilson immediately 

bought this piece of history, which had already survived most of a very 

turbulent century. 

In June 1998 he donated it to the Beijing Rotary Fellowship Group in honor 

of its 100th meeting. 
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
