 Rotary Club of Suva Peninsula Sunset (RCSPS) Prison 
Visit and software donation .

On 31 March 2010, President Champak Patel and several members of the Rotary Club 
of Suva Peninsula Sunset (RCSPS) visited the Naboro ("Nam-bore-o") Prison Complex, 
located around 13 km west of Fiji's capital, Suva.  The Commissioner of Prisons and 
Correctional Service, Mr Iowane Naivalurua, and his senior officers were present to 
receive the Microsoft Office Professional Software and some cartons of books 
donated towards the Prisons Literacy Program (March being Rotary Literacy Month).  
They were exceptionally pleased with the software donation because they have 
recently commenced computer education for the inmates.  
  
The visit also included a tour of the prison complex.   RCSPS members were amazed 
at the rehabilitation and skills learning/teaching that was conducted at the facility. 
They have a bakery, poultry farm, pig farm, massive dalo (taro) farm, joinery shop, 
vegetable farms, and other facilities.  Not only they are self sufficient but they also 
supply the outside market.  
 
The visit was reported in the Fiji Sun (article attached) and President Champak spoke 
on radio on Rotary awareness. 
  
In reporting on the visit, President Champak said that RCSPS "would sincerely like to 
acknowledge and thank the Rotary Club of Canberra Burley Griffin in partnering with 
our club to make this happen".
