Guest Speakers:  Bill Daniels. Executive Director of the Independent Schools Council 

of Australia.  

άhǳǊ ƎǳŜǎǘ ǎǇŜŀƪŜǊ was Bill Daniels Executive Director of the Independent Schools 
Council of Australia. The Council represents the interests of the independent school 
sector on a national basis on topics such as access to Commonwealth funding and 
representation on national policy making bodies. Its eight member State and 
Territory Associations of Independent Schools represent 1,024 schools and 470,000 
students which covers a growing 14 percent of all school enrolments in Australia.  

In a very interesting presentation Bill took us through the complexities of data 
collection in support of policy development and the proportions of funding obtained 
from States, the Commonwealth government and private schools themselves. For the

40% from government sources.     Total expenditure by governments on school 
education was > $35billion.  Seventy-nine percent of this expenditure went to 
government schools which accounted for 67% of student enrolments.  Twenty-one 
percent went to non-government schools which accounted for 34% of student 
enrolments. He emphasised that the savings to governments in Australia from the 
education of school students in non-government schools is in the order of $6.1 billion
