Rotary Foundation Scholarships for 2011 -12  

District 9710 is seeking applications for the 2011-12 Academic Year Ambassadorial Scholarship which provides a flat 
grant of US$26,000 for one academic year of study in another country. These awards are intended to help defray costs 
associated with round-trip transportation, tuition and other fees, room and board, and some educational supplies. The 
successful applicant will commence their studies after 1 July 2011 but before 30 June 2012.   

The purpose of the Ambassadorial Scholarships program is to further international understanding and friendly relations 
among people of different countries and geographical areas. While abroad, scholars serve as goodwill ambassadors to 
the host country and give presentations about their homelands to Rotary clubs and other groups. Upon returning 
home, scholars share with Rotarians and others the experiences that led to a greater understanding of their host 
country.   

The eligibility rules of the Ambassadorial Scholarship do not permit the awarding of the scholarship to a Rotarian; an 
honorary Rotarian; an employee of a club, district, or other Rotary entity or of Rotary International; a spouse, lineal 
descendant (child or grandchild by blood or adopted or not adopted), a spouse of a lineal descendant, or an ancestor 
(parent or grandparent) of any living person in the foregoing categories.

Ambassadorial Scholarship.  

The District 9710 closing date for applications is 31 July 2010.  

Interviews and selection for the Ambassadorial Scholarship will be completed by 31 August 2010 so that the Rotary 
Foundation can be advised before 1 October 2010. While the District Selection Committee will inform the applicants of 
the outcome of the selection process, the Rotary Foundation Trustees must approve the District nomination and the
